By this | know that you favour me, because mine enemy does not triumph over me.

When | cry unto you, then shall mine enemies turn back: this| know; for God isfor me.

Through God we shall do vaiantly: for He it is that shall tread down our enemies.

For Y ou have been a shelter for me, and a strong tower from the enemy.

Let God arise, let His enemies be scattered; let then also that hate Him flee before Him.
